HENRI 
    PÉLISSIER

In addition to his 29 career victories, he 
was known for his long-standing feud 
with Tour founder Henri Desgrange 
and for protesting against the conditions 
endured by riders in the early years 
of the Tour. 
 The Pélissier family came from the 
Auvergne region of central France. They 
were cattle farmers and moved to Paris 
to run a farm there.
 Auvergnats are considered to be very 
tight with their money. The old Pélissiers 
came to Paris in wooden shoes and fini-
shed up as millionaires. 

 That was around 1910. The elder 
boy did not think much of this. He had 
started bike racing, was a good amateur, 
and wanted to turn professional. 
 Father Pélissier had different ideas; to 
him the bicycle was not a god but a devil.
